La historia de la SBPC esta intimamente ligada al proceso de
evolucion social, politica y econémica en las Ultimas siete décadas
en el Pais. El hito para la creacion de esta trayectoria fue el 08
de julio de 1948, cuando un grupo de cerca de 60 cientificos
acudieron a la invitacion de José Reis, Mauricio Rocha e Silva

y Paulo Sawaya y se reunieron en el auditorio de la Asociaciéon
Paulista de Medicina (Associacao Paulista de Medicina) en Sao
Paulo para fundar una Sociedad para el Progreso de la Ciencia,
basada en las experiencias existentes en otros paises. En todo

el planeta, en la posguerra de la Segunda Guerra Mundial, las
naciones tomaban conciencia de la necesidad imprescindible de

incentivar la ciencia para promover el desarrollo social y econémico.

En sus primeros afios de existencia, contribuyé para el
reconocimiento y la institucionalizacion de la ciencia en Brasil,
dando soporte a la creacién de organismos de apoyo a la

ciencia por el gobierno federal, entre ellos el Consejo Nacional

de Desarrollo Cientifico y Tecnologico (Conselho Nacional

de Desenvolvimento Cientifico e Tecnolégico — CNPq) vy la
Coordinacion de Perfeccionamiento de Personal de Nivel Superior
(Coordenacao de Aperfeicoamento de Pessoal de Nivel Superior —
Capes), en 1951.

History

The SBPC'’s history is closely connected to Brazil’s social,
political, and economic development process over the last
seven decades. Its first landmark dates back to July 8th, 1948,
when a group of approximately 60 scientists, invited by

José Reis, Mauricio Rocha e Silva, and Paulo Sawaya, met

at the conference hall of the Sdo Paulo Medical Science
Association (Associacao Paulista de Medicina) to establish

a Society for the Advancement of Science, following in

the footsteps of similar societies from other countries. In

the post-World War Il era, nations around the globe were
becoming more aware of how fostering social and economic
development was a critical need.

During its first years of operations, the SBPC contributed to

the recognition and institutionalization of science in Brazil,

by creating, through the federal government, agencies to
support science such as the National Council for Scientific

and Technological Development (Conselho Nacional de
Desenvolvimento Cientifico e Tecnoldgico — CNPq) and the
Coordination for the Improvement of Higher Education Personnel
(Coordenacao de Aperfeicoamento de Pessoal de Nivel Superior —
Capes), in 1951.

The SBPC played a critical role resisting
the government during the years of

La SBPC participé activamente de todos esos momentos. Y tiene
conciencia de que aun hay un largo camino por recorrer para que

views and opposing the government’s
persecution of educators, researchers,
and students and the interference in
Brazil’s educational and scientific systems.
During that period, the Society’s Annual
Meetings were among the few places
where debate was open to the public and
where important public manifestos were
drafted to advocate for the amnesty,
democratic freedom, and reinstatement
of educators and scientists who had been
disenfranchised.
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Once democracy was restored in Brazil by
the mid-1980s, the Ministry of Science
and Technology (Ministério da Ciéncia e
Tecnologia — MICT, 1985) was established,
making it possible to strengthen the
Country’s national STI system.

The SBPC was actively engaged in all these events. And we
know there s still a long journey ahead to make sure education,
science, technology, and innovation have a more significant
influence in the quality of life and well-being of the Brazilian
society.

The documents recording our history are now kept in the Centro
de Memoria Amélia Império Hamburger, a documentation center
established in March 2017 at the SBPC headquarters in Sdo
Paulo. The center is open to students, researchers, and anyone
who is interested in learning about the SBPC's history and work
promoting scientific development in Brazil.

The approximately 140 Brazilian scientific societies associated
with us are partners in several different disciplines and
represent an advisory body for the SBPC. They are permanent
associates who work as important voices on issues regarding
education, public policy, scientific and technological
development, and S&T budget. Many of these scientific
societies have originated from SBPC Annual Meetings. The
Brazilian Physical Society (Sociedade Brasileira de Fisica — SBF)
is one of them and was created in 1966 during the 18th

AM in the city of Blumenau. The Brazilian Chemical Society
(Sociedade Brasileira de Quimica — SBQ) is another example,
established in 1977 during the 29th AM in S&o Paulo. Another
important case is the National Association of Graduate
Students (Associacao Nacional de Pos-Graduandos — ANPG),
which came into being in 1986, at the 38th AM in Curitiba.

Reuniones Anuales
y Regionales

La primera Reunion Anual de la SBPC tuvo lugar en la sede
del Instituto Agrondmico de Campinas (Instituto Agrondémico
de Campinas — IAC, SP) entre los dias 11y 15 de octubre

de 1949, tras un afo de su fundacion. Desde entonces, las
Reuniones Anuales se convirtieron en un importante foro
para la difusion de los avances de la ciencia en las diversas
areas de conocimiento y en un espacio privilegiado para
debates sobre politicas publicas para la ciencia, tecnologia

y educacion. Los encuentros actualmente retinen a 15

mil visitantes de todo el Pais, y participan investigadores,
estudiantes, profesores de diferentes niveles de ensefianza,
representantes de sociedades cientificas, autoridades y
gestores del sistema nacional de ciencia y tecnologia, asi
como ciudadanos de la sociedad civil interesados en los temas
presentados. Los eventos son realizados prioritariamente en
universidades o institutos publicos de investigacion.

En la Programacion Cientifica se realizan conferencias,

mesas redondas, sesiones especiales, minicursos y sesion

de pdsteres cientificos, que incluye la Jornada Nacional de
Iniciacion Cientifica Jornada Nacional de Iniciacdo Cientifica).
Igualmente se cumplen otras actividades, como la SBPC
Inovacao (Innovacion), SBPC Afro e Indigena (Estudios
Afrodescendientes e Indigenas), SBPC Educacado (Educacion),
SBPC Cultural, SBPC Jovem (Joven), ExpoT&C (ExpoTyC) y,
mas recientemente, el Dia da Familia na Ciéncia (Dia de la
Familia en la Ciencia).

La SPBC aun realiza Reuniones Regionales con el objetivo

de difundir el debate cientifico en el interior del Pafs,
generalmente fuera de las capitales. Son eventos de
divulgacion cientifica similar a las Reuniones Anuales, con
temas centrados sin embargo en las cuestiones pertinentes a
las comunidades locales.

La participacion en los eventos de la SBPC es libre y gratuita.
La inscripcién solo es obligatoria para la sumision de trabajos
y para asistir a un minicurso u obtener el certificado de
participacion y los materiales del evento.

Annual and
Regional Meetings

The first SBPC Annual Meeting was held at the headquarters
of the Campinas Agronomy Institute (Instituto Agronémico
de Campinas — IAC, Sdo Paulo) between October 11th

and 15th, 1949, about one year after the Society was first
established. Since then, its annual meetings have become
an important forum to promote scientific discoveries in a
variety of disciplines and a unique environment to discuss
public policies on science, technology, and education.

The meetings currently draw up to 15,000 attendees

from across the Country, including researchers, students,
teachers, professors, representatives from scientific societies,
authorities, and managers with the national science and
technology system, as well as individuals who are interested
in the topics that are presented at each meeting.

The events are primarily held at public universities or

public research institutes.

The Scientific Calendar comprises conferences, round-

table discussions, special sessions, short courses, and

poster sessions, including the National Scientific Initiation
Conference (Jornada Nacional de Iniciacéo Cientifica). There
are also other activities such as SBPC Inovacao (Innovation),
SBPC Afro e Indigena (African-Brazilian and Indigenous
Studies), SBPC Educacao (Education), SBPC Cultural (Culture),
SBPC Jovem (Youth), ExpoT&C (T&S Exhibition), and, more
recently, Dia da Familia na Ciéncia, focused on science
outreach.

The SBPC also organizes Regional Meetings to take the
scientific debate to towns around the Country, usually not
capital cities. While these scientific events are similar to our
Annual Meetings, they focus on topics that make sense for
local communities.

All SBPC events are free of charge. Registration is required
only for individuals who want to submit works, attend short
courses, or receive conference materials and certificates of
attendance.
